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Although the XIO2001 does not have a terminal (pin) 

named "IDSEL" , the XIO2001 does implement an idsel 

signal for device select.

PCI express configuration register transactions received by 

the bridge (XIO2001) are decoded based on the 

transaction's destination ID.

The bridge (XIO2001) converts the destination ID device 

number to one of the AD[31:16] lines as the IDSEL signal.**
